>Elijah is taken up in a whirlwind: 2:11 1.  What do we make of Elisha's curse and the death of 42 boys in 2:xxxx Unsure ca. 970 B.C. to ca. 561 B.C.

>Elisha's many miracles: chapters 2-6 2.  What is the significance of the "high places"? From the end of David’s reign to the release of King Jehoiachin

>Elisha raises the dead: 4:32-35 3.  What reason are we given for Israel's exile? Date:

>The Lord sends opposition against Israel: 15:37 4.  What reason are we given for Judah's exile? Unsure

>Israel is taken into exile - rationale: 17:7-8 5.  Does the Davidic line survive?

>Hezekiah removed the high places: 18:4 *Indicates Kings that were given favorable reports.

>Prophecy of the fall of Judah: 21:12-15

>Jerusalem besieged by Nebuchadnezzar (rationale): 24:3-4
